Copry & Worp Count

The word count for your ad is a guideline. If your ad
copy is long, your photo may be smaller; if your copy
is short, your photo may be larger. Your ad copy will
be edited to fit the layout. We will not underline, bold
or italicize words. Also, we use a flowing text format;
bullet-point copy is not permissible. Your copy is
subject to our formatting, therefore some edits may
be required. You will receive a proof for approval.

WEB SITE & PHONE NUMBER

Your web address and phone number will be
included in your ad, but is not included as part of
your word count. For layout purposes we do not use
the “www" prefix before web addresses. For longer
and/or multiple web addresses or phone numbers,
your copy will be reduced to accommodate.

PHOTOGRAPHY

Please provide 35mm color slides, color
transparencies, color prints, or approved digital
photos only. We do not accept poor-quality scans or
separations. Approved digital photos include
images that are:

« atleast 300 dpi
« CMYK
. jpeg, tif, eps or pdf

We are unable to use images from web sites or word
processing documents (Word, WordPerfect, etc.).

*A note on digital photography. Unless you have a
digital camera with a very high-resolution setting,

the picture quality will not be sufficient for this guide.
“Standard quality” on most digital cameras is about
72dpi. Most conventional film processors who put
pictures on a CD do so at 72dpi for computer view-
ing. Since 300dpi is required for most print material,
pictures at /2dpi will look jagged and lack detail For
this reason all digital photography must be approved
by the art department.
